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== |\NTRODUCTION

he Risk Factors for Adolescent Drug and Alcohol Abuse in Arkansas — 2020 report demonstrates the Arkansas
Department of Human Services (DHS) Division of Aging, Adult and Behavioral Health Services' (DAABHS) and

UA Little Rock MidSOUTH’s continued commitment to help Arkansans live productive lives, free from the abuse
of alcohol, tobacco and other drugs. The Risk Factors report has provided reliable behavioral health data and
information for community and government leaders for more than 10 years. The data presented in the report are
used to plan and inform prevention programs.

In previous Risk Factors reports, the organization and content were based on the work of J. David Hawkins and Richard F.
(atalano of the Social Development Research Group at the University of Washington. Through their research, certain conditions
in children’s community, school, family and peer environments, as well as individual characteristics, were identified as common
risk factors for social problems like drug abuse, delinquency, adolescent pregnancy and failure in school. The data in previous
reports had been selected as indicators of the risk factors identified by their research.

The 2020 Risk Factors report has moved away from the research. Ten indicators were added in response to the current
environment. Data were retroactively collected for past years where available. Due to a lack of data for past years'reports, eight
indicators were removed from the 2020 Risk Factors report.

Risk Factors for Adolescent Drug and Alcohol Abuse in Arkansas was developed in cooperation with DAABHS and
UA Little Rock MidSOUTH, with federal funds from the Substance Abuse and Treatment Block Grant, Substance Abuse
and Mental Health Services Administration and the U.S. Department of Health and Human Services.

Risk Factors is designed to be a tool for Arkansas’ 13 regional prevention providers and other prevention leaders to increase
the effectiveness of regional, county and community efforts to prevent the abuse of alcohol, tobacco and other drugs. Before
applying the information presented in this report at the county level, it is important to have knowledge about local conditions,
risks and resources as well as local prevention services already in place. Risk factors exist in different environments (i.e.
community, family, school and peer/individual) and are grouped into domains accordingly.

Through providing the most recent data available and working with community and prevention leaders, we hope to decrease
the incidence of substance abuse, depression, violence and other problem behaviors in children.

CENSUS AND POPULATION DATA
PRESENTED IN THIS REPORT

All population figures, including those for census years, are estimmates
of population as of July 1 of each year. Since census data are as of April
1, estimates are necessary for year 2010. These population estimates
are revised periodically. As a result, the population figures in this book
and the rates calculated with them will not necessarily match those in
previous editions of this publication. Census 2010 was conducted using
a short form with the American Community Survey (ACS) developed

to replace the long form of the census. 2010 county-level census data
was used where available. Where previous indicator data collected
from decennial census were not available, five-year estimates from
the American Community Survey were used. Estimate data represent
data collected from 2011-2015, 2012-2016, 2013-2017, 2014-2018
and 2015-2019. While they are recorded in the last year’s column, they
should not be viewed as point in time data estimates.

CAUTIONS REGARDING THE ARREST DATA

PRESENTED IN THIS REPORT

Starting in 2002, the Arkansas Crime Information Center (ACIC)
began a transition to a new incident-based arrest reporting system.
This transition period has involved the statewide installation of new
software, upgraded hardware and ongoing training. During this
period, many jurisdictions were unable to maintain dual reporting
systems. In 2005, approximately 63% of Arkansas jurisdictions used
the National Incident-Based Reporting System (NIBRS) format, 32%
used the older summary format and the remaining 5% failed to
submit any arrest data for the year. Users should be aware that arrest
data from recent years may not have the same reliability as earlier
data and that a valid comparison cannot be made between summary
data and NIBRS data. Detailed information about how arrest data are
collected and reported can be found in the Crime in Arkansas report
available at the ACIC web page (acic.org). Three data elements shown
in the report (total arrests for crime index offenses, total arrests for
property offenses and total arrests for violent crimes) are actually
offense counts and not arrest counts.

RATES

Rates for data collected by fiscal years are calculated using the
population data from the last half of the fiscal year. For example, the
rate of children living in foster care per 1,000 children for FY 2019
(July 1, 2018, through June 30, 2019) is calculated by dividing the FY

2019 number of children in foster care by the population under 18 in
calendar year 2019 and multiplying the result by 1,000.

THE RISK FACTORS PRESENTED IN THIS REPORT

The indicators presented in the tables of this publication were chosen
to be measures of selected risk factors that longitudinal research has
identified as precursors to adolescent drug and alcohol abuse. These
risk factors are grouped into the domains of community, family, school
and peer/individual. These categories are the work of J. David Hawkins
and Richard F. Catalano of the Social Development Research Group at
the University of Washington. The selected risk factors are listed below,
and the accompanying definitions and explanations are drawn from
the work of Hawkins and Catalano and from Arkansas Prevention Needs
Assessment Student Survey, State Report: 2002, published by the
Arkansas Department of Human Services.

COMMUNITY DOMAIN

- Availability of alcohol, tobacco and other drugs: The use of
alcohol, tobacco and other drugs by adolescents is related to the
availability of cigarettes, alcohol, cannabis and other illegal drugs in
a community. The availability of handguns is also related to a higher
risk of crime and substance use by adolescents.

- Community disorganization: Research has shown that high popula-
tion density, physical deterioration and high rates of adult crime in a
community are related to higher rates of juvenile crime.

- Extreme economic deprivation: Social isolation, extreme poverty
and poor living conditions place children at elevated risk of chronic
drug and alcohol abuse.

- Community and personal transitions and mobility: Neighborhoods
with high rates of residential mobility have been shown to have
higher rates of juvenile crime and drug selling, while children who
experience frequent residential moves and stressful life transitions
have been shown to have higher risk for school failure, delinquency
and drug use.

FAMILY DOMAIN

« Family conflict: Children raised in families high in conflict, whether
or not the child is directly involved in the conflict, appear at risk for
both delinquency and drug use.

« Family history of high risk behavior: Children raised in families
with a history of problems like drug and alcohol abuse, lack of
commit—ment to school, or adolescent pregnancy are more likely to
also exhibit these problems.
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FAMILY DOMAIN

« Family conflict: Children raised in families high in conflict, whether
or not the child is directly involved in the conflict, appear at risk for
both delinquency and drug use.

- Family history of high risk behavior: Children raised in families
with a history of problems like drug and alcohol abuse, lack of com-
mitment to school, or adolescent pregnancy are more likely to also
exhibit these problems.

SCHOOL DOMAIN

« Academic failure: Beginning in elementary grades 4—6, academic
failure increases the risk of both drug abuse and delinquency. It
seems that the experience of failure itself increases the risk of later
problem behaviors.

- Lack of commitment to school: Surveys of high school seniors have
shown that the use of hallucinogens, cocaine, heroin, stimulants,
and sedatives or nonmedically prescribed tranquilizers is significantly
lower among students who expect to attend college than among
those who do not. Factors such as liking school, spending time on
homework and perceiving the coursework as relevant are also nega-
tively related to drug and alcohol abuse.

PEER/INDIVIDUAL DOMAIN

« Alienation, rebelliousness and lack of social bonding: Young
people who do not feel part of society, are not bound by rules, do not
believe in trying to be successful or responsible, or who take an active
rebellious stance toward society are at higher risk of abusing drugs.

« Early initiation of problem behavior: Onset of drug use prior to age
15 is a consistent predictor of later chronic abuse. Children who try
drugs at an early age are more likely to try other drugs and use drugs
more frequently. Individuals who begin using drugs at a later age
show lower drug involvement and a greater probability of discontinu-
ation of use.

- Peers who engage in problem behavior: Young people who associ-
ate with peers who engage in problem behaviors are at higher risk
for engaging in antisocial behavior themselves. Young people who
associate with peers who engage in alcohol or substance abuse are
much more likely to engage in the same behavior. Peer drug use has
consistently been found to be among the strongest predictors of sub-
stance use among youth. Even when young people do not experience
other risk factors, spending time with friends who use drugs greatly
increases the risk of developing problem behaviors.
